FITTy Years of Publishing God’s Word

If you walk through the Bearing Precious Seed print shop, you will walk
through 50 years of history. In our small museum, you can see the first press
from 1973, an old cutter, and equipment used to collate Scripture in the
early days. On the walls, you will see photos of Charles Keen, Don Fraser,
Sam Caudill, Carlos Demarest and other people whose lives have made a
major impact on the ministry. There are also pictures of some of the early
days, the dedication of the Heidelberg press, and a picture of a bus that took
many mission trips to Mexico, resulting in many people making decisions to
serve the Lord with their lives. In the museum, you’ll see the first Bible and
the 200 millionth Scripture printed at BPS. You'll also see some samples
from other like-minded printing ministries that started in the 1970s. As you
walk through the print shop, you’ll see the five building additions as the
ministry grew throughout the years. What was once considered plenty of
room, now has equipment in almost every available space. If you continue
through the shop, we could show at every turn how God has supplied the
equipment needed to produce His Word. Some equipment came at a very
low cost, some brand new equipment was donated to the ministry, and God
used the generosity of His people to meet the need for other equipment.

Twelve thousand English New Testaments were produced in 1973. In 2022
over 13,000,000 copies of Scripture were produced in 21 languages.
Through the printing of this newsletter BPS has printed 226,423,118 copies
of Scripture for the glory of God. We eagerly anticipate seeing what God will
allow us to do going forward for His glory.

In how they served their congregations and interacted In —:]{\
their communities. As we all adapted to drive-through baby
showers, online graduations, having church In the car, or
watching as our pastors preached online to empty auditoriums, we were
ever-mindful of our lost neighbors and their fear of a dismal future. As
those around us lived in isolation, we grew more sensitive to the absence

of hope in their lives. Bearing Precious Seed saw numerous community
projects initiated by the challenge of a world sealed behind closed doors.
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Because he grew up on a farm in rural Southern Ohio, Jim Roe and his family determined to
reach out to their neighbors with the message of hope. What began as a small, family effort
expanded into a four-church endeavor to cover every home in Adams County, Ohio with the
Gospel. Personalized John & Romans were designed for the project. The front cover
featured landmarks familiar to locals while the back cover listed the contact information
from each participating church as well as a QR code with a clear Gospel presentation.
The four churches who came together not only assembled the Scriptures collectively,
but also fashioned a strategic plan for distribution. God blessed their efforts as the
team of unified servants labored together. Members of the four churches placed a
John & Romans and other Gospel literature into each home in the county. The total
number of homes receiving the Gospel message in this rural area of Southern Ohio
was 12,750 with a population of 27,542 over a sprawling 595 square miles. For
some of the less-accessible areas, the team utilized Every Door Direct Mailing for

a cost of .20 per packet.

Although the goal of the Adams County Project was to place Scripture in each home, an
additional outcome has been the camaraderie of churches banding together and
realizing a collective goal. A mutual appreciation has been fostered as each
congregation shines forth the light of the Gospel in its
location.
